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INTRODUCTION AND METHODOLOGY

Sunday marks the celebration of Quebec’s Fete nationale and in the second part of the series
on English and French-speaking Quebecers we examine the respective degrees of
attachment to Quebec and how they influence perceptions about language issues and the
contribution of anglophones to Quebec society. Ve go on to examine which events
Quebecers feel have been the most important to our evolution over the past fifty years.
Survey findings in this part of the study present important insights into Quebec identity.

The survey was conducted by the firm Leger Marketing for the Association for Canadian
Studies and the Quebec Community Groups Network with a national sample 1226
Quebecers 871 francophones 275 anglophones and 106 allophones and was conducted
between May [4th and may |7th 2018 via web panel with a probabilistic margin of error of
3.5 points |19 times out of 20.
