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INTRODUCTION

Technologies have fundamentally changed the way in which we consume
news. Leger marketing consulted some 1500 Canadians for the Association
for Canadian Studies to examine how Canadians consume news, what are
their preferred news topics, to what extent they consume news in the second
official language and, if so, why they choose to do it.
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METHODOLOGY

1,503 Canadians were surveyed across the country during the week of
August 27, 2018 with a probabilistic margin of error of 3.5 points 19 times out
of 20. The sample included some 403 Quebecers with 86 surveyed in English

and 317 in French.
