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Public protests against federal government vaccination policies were the object of much
attention during the federal election campaign. The political influence of the protesters
appeared quite limited, and, if anything, they may have unwittingly assisted the governing
Liberals given the consistent majority support on the part of Canadians for vaccination
and growing concerns about the unvaccinated. In this regard a Leger poll for the
Association for Canadian Studies (September 10-12, 2021) reveals that:
