KINGSTON: CANADA'S FIRST CAPITAL?

The location of the capital city of the Province of Canada changed six times mn its 26-year history. The
first capital was in Kingston (1841-1844). The capital moved to Montreal (1844—1849) until rioters,
spurred by a series of incendiary articles published mm The Gazette and burned down the Montreal
Parliament Buildings. It then moved to Toronto (1849-1852), to Quebec City from 1852 to 1856,
then again to Toronto for one year (1858) before returning to Quebec City from 1859 to 1866. In
1857, Queen Victoria chose Ottawa as the permanent capital ofthe Province of Canada, mitiating
construction of Canada's first parliament buildings, on Parliament Hill. The first stage ofthis

construction was completed in 1865, just in time to host the final session ofthe last parliament ofthe
Province of Canada before Confederation.

METHODOLOGY

Web survey using computer-assisted Web interviewing (CAW I) technology.

From, June 18-20, 2021 some 1542 Canadians were surveyed via web panel

Using data from the 2016 Census, results were weighted according to gender, age, mother tongue, region, education level
and presence of children in the household in order to ensure a representative sample of the population.

No margin of error can be associated with a non-probability sample (Web panel in this case). However for comparative
purposes, a probability sample of 1542 respondents would have a margmn of error of+2.52% 19 times out of 20.

The research results presented here are m full compliance with the CRIC Public Opinion Research Standards and Disclosure
Requirements.
